Thank you so much for participating in SACRS' survey on the granting of increased, retroactive retirement benefits and who paid for them.  This survey was conducted to assess the potential impact to our systems should there be a lawsuit in Orange County.  To summarize the results, 16 of SACRS' 20 counties increased benefits retroactively (80% of our counties).  Of those, 63% were completely funded by the County and another 19% were partially funded by the County (totalling 82%).  The breakdown of the source of funding for those increased retroactive benefits are:
